Event descriptions: 
March Around the World: Our first cultural event of 2011 will explore the varied ways in which cultures celebrate the 
changes of season in March: spring in the northern hemisphere and fall in the southern hemisphere. 
 
Unity Walk: Our fourth annual Unity Walk will take participants through a culturally significant section of Adams County. 
Past walks have explored Gettysburg’s Third Ward, a historically black area and home  
to a growing Hispanic/Latino population, the Scotch-Irish and German immigrants who 
were once an ethnic minority here, the effect President Dwight Eisenhower had on the 
American Civil Rights movement, and the history of prominent symbols in local 
architecture, like the Confederate flag and the Masonic symbol. 
 
Holiday Stories from Around the World: Our final cultural event of the year will explore 
how various religions and cultures celebrate the winter  
holidays. Celebrations will include Christmas, Kwanzaa,  
Hanukkah, Diwali, Eid al Adha, and others.
